PERENNIALS 1 Gallon Pots $8.25 each, 3 for $23.00

Brunnera m. ‘Looking Glass’  (Heartleaf) Blue 12-15" Mid-late spring Part to full
shade

Wispy blue forget-me-not flowers hover above the young foliage. Large, heart-shaped
mature leaves are solid silver and tend to cup downward. Wonderful for brightening up shade
gardens! Zones 3-8

Coreopsis ‘Jethro Tull'  (Tickseed) Yellow 12-18" Late spring thru summer Full
to part sun

This stunning little guy seems to always be in bloom. A cross between 'Zamphir' and 'Early
Sunrise', it has broader fluted petals, a compact habit and an extended flowering season.
Responds beautifully to cutting back, but will rebloom without.

Delphinium e. ‘Blushing Brides’ (Larkspur) Mulberry pink to dusky pink

with brown & white bee 36-40" June to July Full to part sun

Blushing Brides (and Royal Aspirations) are part of the new millennium hybrids bred in New
Zealand. Very strong stems, improved tolerance of heat and humidity. Butterfly and
hummingbird attractors. Zones 3-7

Geranium ‘Rozanne’ (Cranesbill) Violet-blue 18-20” Mid-June thru October Full to
partial sun

Large 2 1/2" violet-blue blooms form a free-flowering, spreading plant -adaptable for
garden plants, or try it in a hanging basket! Dark green foliage is lightly marbled with
chartreuse, turning red in the fall. Zones 5-8

Leucanthemum ‘Banana Créme’  (Shasta Daisy) Yellow 15-18" Early Summer
Full sun

4-inch flowers open lemon yellow, then brighten to light butter yellow as they mature. Many
axillary buds ensure summer-long bloom. Zones 5-9

Stachys ‘Hummelo’ (Betony) Dark Pink 18-20" Summer Full sun to part shade
Forms large, rounded clumps of green, long, narrow, textured leaves. It is lovely even
when it's not in bloom. In midsummer, sturdy spikes of lavender-rose flowers shoot up
through the foliage, putting on quite a display. Zones 4-8

Hemerocallis ‘James Marsh’  (Daylily) Red 28" Early to mid summer Full sun to
partial shade
Deep red flowers are up to 6 inches in diameter.
