Calamagrostis ‘Karl Foerster (Feather Reed Grass) Buff up to 60" Summer thru
winter Part to full sun

This is a cool season grass that can be planted in early Spring and will retain color and
luminescence through the Fall. It provides height, movement, and contrast in border
plantings with its rich green foliage. In early June the inflorescences appear atop the foliage
and appear first a light pink, then gradually turn into a golden tan. Zones 4-9

Coreopsis ‘Galaxy’ (Tickseed) Yellow 12" June thru October Full sun
Semidouble, golden daisies with glossy, medium green foliage. Short, sturdy habit. Zones
5-8

Delphinium e. ‘Black Eyed Angels’ (Bee Delphinium) White with black

bee 3-5feet May thru September Full to part sun

This variety produces tall spires of frilly white flowers with black bees. The stems are very
strong, holding up well in the landscape. Beautiful even when not in bloom. Zones 3-7

Dicentra ‘King of Hearts’ (Bleeding Heart) Rosy-Pink 10" April thru September
Partial sun to partial shade

Dicentra 'King of Hearts' sports perfect, rubenesque hearts of rich, rosy pink carried in
showy clusters 8 to 12 inches above tight rosettes of tidy, parsley-like blue-green foliage.
Unlike the Common Bleeding Heart, 'King of Hearts' will not go dormant in midsummer as
long as the soil is kept moist. Zones 3-8

Hosta ‘Frances Williams’ (Hosta) White Shades 22" July Part Sun

Giant, blue-green leaves have very wide, chartreuse to yellow margins which become
wider as the plant matures. Leaves are leathery, corrugated and slug resistant. Can
tolerate full sun if provided with adequate moisture. Zones 3-9

Knautia m. ‘Mars Midget’ (Pincushion Plant) Ruby Red 16” June thru October
Sun to part shade

A shorter, more compact Knautia. Ruby-red, scabiosa-like blooms float above widely-
branched stems. Long-flowering and very attractive to butterflies. Zones 5-8

Lavendula ‘Provence’ (Lavender) Lavender Blue 24" July thru September Full
sun

Surely the best Lavender available to date. More disease-resistant, longer bloom time.
Bold foliage has a silver-grey texture. A taller form of traditional Lavender, 'Provence’
blooms in the Spring where as the other varieties bloom in Summer to Fall. This scented
perennial thrives in any sunny location and tolerates drought. Desired for its mass of
blooms and wonderful scented foliage. Zones 5-8
